Public Hearing to Adopt Town Roads South of MN State Hwy 228
And to Repeal the Zoning Ordinance and Parking Ordinance
August 9, 2011

Present: Board Members Terry Hockett, Kathy Glawe, Ray Sonnenberg, DuWayne
Sonnenberg, Debi Moltzan, along with 7 constituents.

Chairman Terry Hockett called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. Moltzan read the
resolution and explained the purpose for the public hearing and that the roads involved
were those that were not previously recorded in the Office of the County Recorder.
Most of the roads on record are described in a plat.

Further discussion was held R Sonnenberg made a motion to accept the resolution to
adopt the town roads south of MN State Hwy 228 and to have them recorded in the office
of the Recorder. D Sonnenberg second. All in favor. Motion carried.

At this time, Moltzan read the resolution for the intent to repeal the Zoning Ordinance
and Parking Ordinance that are on file, but have not been enforced since 1991. During
the discussion and further research, it was found that the 1972 Zoning Ordinance was a
proposed revision that never was acted on and that the date of the original Zoning
Ordinance was 1965. There are several State and County regulations addressing zoning
and parking concerns. These regulations are enforceable by the Sheriff’s Department
and Land and Resource Department.

D Sonnenberg made a motion to accept the resolution to abolish the 1965 Zoning
Ordinance and 1979 Parking Ordinance. R Sonnenberg second. All in favor. Motion
carried.

D Sonnenberg made a motion to adjourn the public hearing. Hockett second. All in
favor. Motion carried. Meeting adjourned at 7:15 pm.
